Pastoral Council Meeting Minutes, April 29, 2010

Opening Prayer: Patti O’Bryan offered the opening prayer.

Approval of Minutes: The March meeting minutes were approved.

Old Business:

1. Ministry Of Caring, (MOC) -- Tami Akin (RCC Parish Nurse) provided a short presentation about MOC.  MOC is a joint ministry shared by RCC and Trinity Ecumenical Parish (TEP) that is managed and coordinated by Tami. It tries to promote physical, emotional and spiritual wholeness within the congregations by identifying and meeting parishioner’s needs.  The lake area is divided into 23 regions, each with one or two group leaders who coordinate care in their region.  Through MOC those who need help are provided, (through volunteers) a range of services for short term needs such as transport to Doctors, meals, help with errands, light housekeeping, light yard work, light home repair, be a buddy and respite care.  Tami pointed out that volunteers are needed both as group leaders and also as support personnel who provide the services.  Tami has developed a resources leaflet that lists the government, public and private agencies that are available for specific need areas.

2. Pastoral Council Retreat.—The following retreat arrangements were agreed to by all. The retreat will be held on August 14, from 9 AM to 3 PM at the Peace Pagoda if available. The retreat facilitator will be Anne Gibbons.  The retreat will focus on holiness and spiritual growth using the examples of Maximillian Kolb and Mary.  This information will be provided to HNM and their Council will be invited to participate with the RCC Council

3. Haiti Committee Feedback – In response to questions raised at the March meeting, a joint meeting of the Pastoral Council, the Finance Council and the Haiti Committee was held on April 8. The meeting minutes have been distributed to PPC members.  Subsequently, a Finance Council member has prepared a draft resolution regarding the orphanage that was provided to PPC for comment.  The resolution requires that prior to RCC committing to any further construction funding for a new orphanage a new corporate entity must be established that will own, oversee and operate the orphanage.  PPC members agreed that this is necessary to ensure the long-term interests of the orphanage and is also necessary to satisfy the diocesan requirements of accountability for the monies raised for and sent to Haiti.  There was also agreement that this was necessary to satisfy the fiduciary responsibility that RCC has to those parishioners and non-parishioners who have entrusted RCC with their donations to the orphanage and also to ensure the continuity of the orphanage in the future.

New Business:

1. PPC Discernment- The discernment for new members of the Pastoral Council will take place on May 25 from 6-8 PM.  A leaflet that describes the role of pastoral council members and invites nominations will be distributed at Mass on May 1 and 2.  Parishioners will be invited to submit names for consideration.

2. FY 2010/2011 Budget – Joe provided copies of the proposed budget for FY 2010/2011.  Although current income is slightly lower than budgeted this fiscal year, some of it can be attributed to the break-in and burglary last fall and also to 3 snowed out weekends last winter.  Current expenses are slightly lower than last year thus lessening the effect of the reduced income on parish finances. The projected income is at the same level as last year.  Several budget requests were reduced slightly to come up with a balanced budget.

Senior Pastoral Associate: Chris reported that:

1. He has been notified that RCC is now designated as a Parish in the Diocese.

2. On April 28, RE had their end-of-the-year potluck. Approximately 20 tables were filled; all with young families. 

3. Next year, Faith Formation will be held on Sunday after the 4:00 PM Mass.

4. A town hall type meeting is planned for May 15, 16 after the two Masses when the stained glass exploratory committee will present their findings and elicit comments from those present..

5. First Communion at RCC will be held on April 24. 

Business Administrator: Joe had no further comments.

Next meeting: Next meeting will be the new member discernment meeting on May 25, at           6:00 PM..
