Old Business:
Parish Ministries – One of the items addressed at the Pastoral Council retreat was how to involve more parishioners in pastoral care.  Chris is preparing a bulletin insert that will describe the work of the pastoral care ministries and invite parishioners to participate.  It will also describe ways that parishioners can take part in these ministries.
Chris stated that a past effort to increase participation in parish ministries had included a “ministries fair” where representatives of the different ministries were available in the commons to answer questions etc. after the Masses. FY 08/09 Budget Request Review – Joe provided copies of a budget package that included the budget requests from each of the committees/ministries at Resurrection and a table comparing the FY08/09 requests with the FY07/08 budget amounts.  Copies of the package will be provided to those council members who were not present for their review.  Joe addressed several questions regarding specific items.  Council members are asked to review the requests in detail and submit any questions or comments to Mark Koch by March 14 so that he can present these at the Finance Council’s March meeting

Pastoral Coordinator Comments: 

1. Chris reported that Carol Traen had received a letter from Bishop DeLorenzo that addressed three specific areas that were in the parish’s report on the We Walk By Faith Program Survey as follows: a.) A resident  priest for the parish, b.) Adult religious formation opportunities in the Western Vicariate and c.) A long range plan for the parish.  He provided the names of Diocesan staff in each of these areas who would contact Carol and indicated that he had made them aware of Resurrection’s interest.

2. Chris also reported that the Bishop has announced the initiation of a program to increase contributions for Catholic schools and for parish Religious Education.
